Why study at The University of Auckland?

The University of Auckland’s Faculty of Education graduate and postgraduate programmes are outlined below. Full information as well as information on undergraduate programmes offered in teaching, social work and human services can be found at www.education.auckland.ac.nz

Bachelor of Education (Teaching) (Honours)

An honours programme that builds on a three-year bachelors teaching degree, informing your present and future teaching practice and improving your career prospects.

Bachelor of Arts (Honours) in Education

An opportunity to study advanced level courses in education, choosing from a wide range of education areas and topics. A standalone qualification and also a stepping-stone to study at masters level. A dissertation is required.

Graduate Diploma in Teaching

A one-year programme to qualify you to teach in your chosen area of:

• Secondary

• Primary (Elementary) or

• Early Childhood Education

Graduate Diploma in Education

Offers comprehensive professional development opportunities and allows you to choose courses according to your interest area. A wide range of courses and delivery options are offered. Note: This programme does not qualify you to teach.

Postgraduate Diploma in Education

Focuses on advanced study in education and professional activity. A standalone qualification that can also bridge you into the masters programme.

Postgraduate Diploma in Educational Leadership

A unique programme suited to current and aspiring leaders of educational organisations. Provides participants with the educational and relationship skills they need to be outstanding and effective leaders. A standalone qualification that can also bridge you into the masters programme.

Master of Education 

The opportunity to review, inform and enhance your knowledge and professional practice. A Research Masters (completed by thesis or research portfolio) allows you to undertake research in an area of interest within education and to develop knowledge, skills and experience in critiquing and undertaking educational research. A Taught Masters is comprised of courses relevant to your area of focus and a dissertation.

Master of Educational Leadership

This programme offers the opportunity for in-depth study of research relevant to educational leadership. Suited to both current and aspiring leaders of educational organisations, this programme develops the theoretical understandings and skills needed for leadership in this area. Completion is by thesis or by courses and a dissertation.

Master of Arts in Education

The opportunity to pursue in-depth research in an educational area of your choice.  

Master of Professional Studies in Education

This programme will be of special interest to teachers with three years of teaching experience who hold either a four-year bachelors degree or a bachelors degree and a professional qualification in Education equivalent to one year’s advanced study (eg, Graduate Diploma in Teaching), as it allows you to go from these qualifications directly to study at Masters level. 

You will complete a research methods course, a course associated with your research area and a dissertation. You will also build knowledge, skills and experience in critiquing and understanding educational research.

Master of Social Work

If you hold a professional social work qualification, you can enhance your professional learning and development further through this masters qualification. You will learn advanced approaches and interventions in social work practice and develop your knowledge, skills and experience in critiquing and undertaking social work research to enhance your practice.

Doctor of Education (EdD)

This programme is designed specifically for educational professionals. You will develop high quality research skills and complete an advanced research qualification to international standards. The programme is cohort-based, contributing to the development of professional peer networks. Candidates engage in the processes of peer review and seek publication of their work in refereed journals. The degree is assessed at the same level as the PhD in Education. 

Doctor of Philosophy in Education (PhD)*

The focus of the PhD programme in education is on producing professional researchers who will advance both the scholarship and practice of the field of education. This programme of supervised research is aimed at graduates who aspire to positions of professional educational leadership and responsibility, or to a career in educational research, and wish to develop research skills and in-depth knowledge of a particular field. The PhD degree involves supervised study and research at an advanced level and the submission of a thesis. An oral examination takes place after the thesis has been submitted. 

*Note: The New Zealand government awards all international PhD students domestic fee status. This means that fees for this programme are much less expensive than in many other countries. Domestic fee rates are available on the university website.

Social Work

An increasing number of international students are enrolling in the faculty’s four-year Bachelor of Social Work (BSW).

This degree is recognised for registration purposes in New Zealand and is aligned to the International Global Standards for Social Work. 

The programme offers an integrated approach; combining key knowledge from the social sciences, social work theory and practice skills, and the impact of policy and legal systems. 
This degree also provides the opportunity to major in Health Social Work, Child and Family Practice or Youth Services.

Based on a record of successful study, students may be able to enter into the Bachelor of Social Work (Honours) programme in the final year of the BSW degree.

Teacher Education

To be a great teacher, you need to be taught by the best. Our teacher education programmes draw on current University of Auckland and international research to provide you with the latest thinking on teaching and learning. 

If you choose to study for a career in teaching in New Zealand, Auckland is the ideal place to come to. One third of all New Zealand teaching positions are in Auckland, and the structure of our programmes means you can complete your study by or in December and be eligible to teach from the beginning of the New Zealand school year.

Bachelor of Education (Teaching)

The faculty offers specialisations within its three-year Bachelor of Education (Teaching) degree in the areas of early childhood and primary/intermediate teaching.

Graduate Diploma in Teaching 

One of our most popular programmes is the Graduate Diploma in Teaching where, if you already hold an undergraduate degree, you can qualify to teach after just one year of full-time study.

Depending on the area you wish to teach in and your previous qualification, you can choose from the following programmes:

Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Secondary)

Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Primary)

Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Early Childhood Education)

These qualifications will assist you to become registered as a teacher in New Zealand or overseas. Highlights include: 

Strong emphasis placed on practical experience in schools.

Learn the latest teaching techniques and theories, and ways to apply them in school and classroom settings.

Access to high quality current research on teaching and learning.

The Graduate Diplomas in Teaching are one-year intensive programmes and aligned with the calendar year. This means you can avoid the additional costs (eg, living expenses) associated with longer programmes and prolonged inter-semester breaks. 

For the Graduate Diploma in Teaching (early childhood, primary or secondary) the entry requirements include:

A three-year or longer undergraduate degree, or equivalent (recognised by The University of Auckland)

Evidence of a strong academic record

Personal qualities for teaching

Two referees’ reports 

A high level of English-language proficiency
Selection is based on information supplied and a personal telephone interview. These are very popular programmes, so we recommend you start your application as soon as possible.

Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Secondary): 
If you wish to apply to study the Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Secondary), your undergraduate qualification must link to subjects taught in New Zealand secondary schools (refer to list). We will work with you to identify what your options are.
